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From the Honorary General Editor

Research Grants
1. The Lincoln Record Society is able to provide funding to support research projects which will lead to publication in the area of its charitable objective.  This is the advancement of public education in the history of the Diocese of Lincoln (including any counties which have at any time formed part of that Diocese) and in the ancient county of Lincolnshire.

2. Grants will normally be for sums from £500 to £5,000, awarded on an annual basis with a possibility of renewal on subsequent application for up to three consecutive years.  Projects should not start before 1 August in the year of application and retrospective applications cannot be considered.

3. Applications, which must be submitted to Hon. General Editor before the end of April in the year of application, must be made on the form provided, and be accompanied by reports from two academic referees.  Late applications will not be considered.  Trustees of the Lincoln Record Society (whose names are available on application to the Hon. General Editor) are debarred from acting as referees.
4. Applications will be considered by the Finance and Publications Committee of the Society in June and the result will be notified immediately afterwards.  Grants must be taken up by 31 March after the date on which they were awarded.

5. Applicants are advised that
· Applications should include a detailed summary of research aims, with costings and proposed duration of the project.

· Applications should be for a specific sum and full details must be given of all applications to other bodies.

· Grants will not normally be made for research that is part of a degree.

· Grants will not be awarded for the salary of persons holding existing appointments.

· Grants will not be awarded to pay overheads.

· Precise plans for publication should be stated.

· Applicants awarded a grant will be expected to submit a report, setting out how the research objectives were met, together with a financial statement of how the Society’s money was spent.  The report and statement must be submitted no later than 30 May in the year following that in which the grant was made.  No further grant will be made to any applicant who fails to meet this requirement.
· A summary of the report will be posted on the Society’s website.
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
